Smoking - from status to stigma

Tobacco smoking has undergone a dramatic
shift in status over the last thirty years. It used
to be normal in daily life everywhere, at the
workplace, at home and in public settings.
Smoking gave status, from teenage boys with a
stolen fag to the professor with his pipe or the
director with his cigar. The cigarette signalled
modernity — especially the picture of a woman
with a cigarette represented the modern, free
and self-confident woman. In the world of
advertising, the cigarette symbolised luxury
and a glamorous lifestyle.

Since the 1960s all this has changed.
Knowledge of the bad health effects of smoking
has led to massive public campaigns against
tobacco. Restrictions on smoking in public
places have made daily life more complicated
for smokers. Today the popular image of a

Da Christopher Columbus gikk i land pa Cuba 2.

smoker is one who huddles outside in the cold,
maybe even that of a social loser. Smoking has
become a stigma.

How do smokers themselves feel about these
changes? That is the topic of this exhibition. It
does not discuss the health aspects of smoking
- that is for the health authorities. Neither does
it promote smoking. The exhibition illustrates
how smoking in a few years has dived from
high status to stigma. It invites everybody to
form their own opinion on the matter. What do
you think?

TOBACCO — A SHORT HISTORY
When Christopher Columbus went ashore on
Cuba on November 2" 1492, he observed the
natives smoking rolled tobacco leaves. This was
the Europeans’ first encounter with tobacco,
which is then said to have been brought to
France in 1560 by the French Ambassador to
Portugal, Jean Nicot - hence the name nicotine.
The plant was cultivated in Europe from the
last part of the 1500s, and was spread from

Tobacco was
either smoked or taken as snuff.

In the 1700s, snuff was an important part of
social interaction in the upper classes. To offer
someone tobacco, and to take snuff became an
important element in the staging of the rococo
individual, and the snuffbox became a
prestigious attribute. Up until the 1800s the
most usual method of smoking had been the
clay pipe. Smoking cigars increased in
popularity from the beginning of the 1800s,
and by the end of the century, cigarettes were
the dominant form of tobacco-smoking.
Cigarettes were known from the beginning of
the 1700s, but were first spread throughout
Europe during the Napoleonic Wars from the
beginning of the 1800s.

In the 20" century, pipes and cigars have a
nostalgic and seremonial aura. Pipe-smoking is
associated with the contemplation of the
intellectual and cigar-smoking with bourgeois
luxury, while cigarettes become a symbol of
modernity. It becomes the industrial society’s
efficient way of using nicotine.

Smoking in Company. The steadily increasing
use of tobacco does not least apply to social
life, and in a large social gathering the air often
becomes thick and blue with smoke as soon as
dinner is over. Unless consideration for elderly
ladies present prevents it, smoking takes place
in all rooms.

Women should not impede the practice of
smoking; when they have difficulty tolerating
it, they are expected to stay at home.

One should not bring a particular kind of cigar
for oneself to a social gathering, unless one
seeks permission to do so because that kind is
better for ones health.

Cigarettes will only be offered between courses
at dinner at more intimate gatherings.

Smoking Outside the Home.

common for women as for men. Nevertheless -
indeed perhaps because of this - smoking has
its little pitfalls as regards good manners.

When a man is about to greet a lady in the
street, he should first take his cigar out of his
mouth if he is smoking. The same is true when
he is greeting an older man or anyone whom
he does not know well.

One should not enter a room with a cigar in the
mouth, in any event one should not enter a
lady’s living room while smoking. Moreover,
one should not enter offices or other public
buildings while smoking and certainly not the
office of one’s employer.

When one smokes on one’s own business
premises and has a visitor, one should offer the
visitor a cigar or cigarette if one wishes to
continue smoking. If the offer is declined then
one should ask for the visitor’s permission to
continue smoking.

It is not appropriate to begin to smoke, or to
offer a cigarette to the female dinner guest
sitting beside oneself, before having sought
permission to do so from the host or hostess.
Rather, it is best when the initiative comes
from them. This concerns social occasions
which are held in public buildings.

A man should avoid lighting a cigarette in the
presence of a lady unless they are coming back
from a party in the evening. It is always most
polite to seek her permission to do so.

As of now, it is rare for ladies to smoke in
public.

§ 6 In premises and means of transport to which
the public have access the air shall be smoke-
free. The same applies in meeting rooms, work
premises and institutions where two or more
persons are gathered. This does not apply in
living rooms in institutions, but the institution is
obliged to make smoke-free rooms available to
those who request it.

If several premises within a certain area are used
for the same purpose, smoking may be permitted
in up to one-half of these premises. The smoke-
free premises must not be smaller or of a lower
standard than the premises where smoking is
permitted. There shall be a total ban on smoking
in restaurants and other establishments which
serve food and drink. Smoking is not permitted in
establishments that serve food and/or drink and
that are equipped for consumption on the
premises.

The owner or the person having the premises or
the means of transport at his disposal is under
obligation to ensure that the rules imposed in or
in pursuance of these provisions are complied
with. Notices shall clearly indicate that smoking is
prohibited in areas where such prohibition may be
in doubt, and at the entrance to all
establishments serving food and/or drink. To
ensure that the prohibition of smoking is complied
with at establishments that serve food and/or
drink, such establishments shall maintain internal
controls and shall establish an internal controls
system. Internal control shall be documentable to
the supervisory authorities.

Any person who in spite of a warning by the

I mean denied access in
the way that if you are going out to enjoy
yourself for an evening, or meeting friends for
lunch, you have to pay a stiff price for food and
drink, and then have to go out in the cold to have
a cigarette.

And then it seems as if there is an easier and
more unstrained atmosphere where people
smoke.

Try to be considerate to non-
smokers, I even ask guests who come home to
me if it is ok that I smoke.

Man, sailor, born 1957%*:;

I am a chain smoker and become desperate if I
don’t have cigarettes close by. Nightmare to
travel because of the ban. If I have to go to
Tromsg, I take the boat, - 3 days. Cannot sit 2
hours on a plane without smoking. Never go to
the movies, or to the mall etc where it is
forbidden. To the dentist is 30-45 minutes by
buss, I walk to and fro, a total of 3 hours. Never
visit people who don’t smoke, that never works
out. On the ferry you have to stand by the
railing, and then in company, with coffee, dont
give a shit about what the sailors say.
